The European Gay and Lesbian Sports Federation is pleased   to announce its Innovation and Good Practice grants programme. 

This is a grants programme of up to €1,000 for projects working to further the aims of EGLSF, namely to:

 
fight against discrimination in sport on grounds of sexual preference 

  stimulate integration in sport and emancipation of lesbians and gays 

  enable and support the coming out of gay and lesbian sports men and women 

  exchange information and enable co-ordination between European sport groups and tournaments 

  support the founding of new LGBT and mixed sport groups
Who can apply?
Any legally constituted LGBT sports organisation, which is an EGLSF member group may apply. The Fund is not able to give money to individuals or to statutory or private sector organisations. 
Applications from eligible organisations applying in partnership with other eligible organisations are particularly welcomed. 

What can be funded? 
LGBT sports projects or activities where there is a clear aim to:

· Improve or enhance the fight against discrimination or exclusion of LGBTs in sport
· Improve or enhance integration in sport of LGBTs or coming out of lesbian, gay and bisexual athletes
· Encourage communication between LGBT sports groups and tournaments
· Support the establishment of new LGBT sports groups, particularly in areas where few exist.
· Improve access to LGBT sports groups by underrepresented groups, including, but not exclusively, women, minority ethnic communities, disabled people (including those living with HIV), younger and older LGBTs.

To ensure the EGLSF makes best use of the Fund, the following additional guidelines apply: 

-        The maximum amount that can be applied for is €1,000
-        Multiple applications from the same organisation will not be 
accepted.

The project must be completed within 12 months and 
outcomes must be reported on the attached form
What can’t be funded?

The EGLSF Innovation and Good Practice Fund will not make grants for the following:

· Day to day running costs of established groups

· Salary costs (the fund will only pay for sessional coaching fees as they relate to activities specified within an application)

· Travel costs for members to sports tournaments and events

When should you apply?
The closing date for applications is 28 February 2010.  Applications should be emailed to:

Who will allocate the Funds?

The EGLSF Board will assess all applications against the published criteria. The decision of the Board regarding allocation of funds is final.
Anything else you should know?

If your application to the Innovation & Good Practice Fund is successful you will need to:

1 Spend the money only on the project that you have applied for. 

2 Acknowledge the financial support from EGLSF on any publications, reports, flyers, leaflets or websites associated with the grant. We will supply an EGLSF logo.
3 Complete the project and financial monitoring forms by 31 March 2011.
4 Return any unspent funds to the EGLSF.

5 Hold a current back account in the name of your organisation.

Failure to comply with these requirements may mean that you will have to return part of or all of any grant awarded. 

Sharing Innovation & Good Practice

The EGLSF Board will share information about the allocation of funds and outcomes relating to projects for which grants have been allocated, in order to maximise the impact of the Fund, highlight excellence and share best practice.
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
